WHEREAS, based on federal and state laws, municipalities are required to recreate
voting districts based on current census figures and compiled each decade; and

WHEREAS, Barron County completed this process by Resolutions 2011-15 and 2011-
31, and further amended the supervisory districts by Resolutions 2013-41, 2013-42 and 2014-45
and 2018-25; and

WHEREAS, Section 59.10(3)(c), Wis. Stats., provides that: “1.After the enactment of
a plan of supervisory districts under par. (b), the board may amend the plan to reflect a municipal
incorporation, annexation, detachment or consolidation. The number of supervisory districts in
the County shall not be changed by any action under this subdivision.”; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cumberland has annexed five parcels of property from the
Town of Crystal Lake as identified in the attached map, ordinances annexing, and further
described as:

0200-06-000 from Supervisory District 27 to Supervisory District 28 and Parcel #030-3500-14-
000 and 030-3500-60-000 from Supervisory District 29 to Supervisory District 28 in the City of
Cumberland.
